At the Cornell Scott Memorial Golf Classic, players will not only have the opportunity to play on Lake of
Isles’ private, members only course, but they will also be able to take advantage of its 50,000 sq. ft.
clubhouse, state-of-the-art indoor and outdoor practice facility and its locker room facilities. The course
is managed by Troon Golf, a worldwide leader in upscale golf course management, development and
marketing known for its superior service and impeccable course conditions.
